Application Guidelines

1. Capacity 20

2. Application Requirements
Applicants must meet at least one of the following requirements:

(1) Having graduated from university by completing the course of Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary Medicine or
Pharmacy, or be expected to graduate by March 2021.

(2) Having completed 18-year curricular education overseas (the final course must be either of Medicine, Dentistry
Veterinary Medicine or Pharmacy), or be expected to complete one by March 2021.

(3) Having completed 18-year curricular education overseas (the final course must be either of Medicine,
Dentistry , Veterinary Medicine or Pharmacy), or be expected to complete one by March 2021 by studying a
correspondence program of an overseas school in Japan.

(4) Having completed an overseas university course at an educational institution in Japan (and limited to those who
have completed 18 years of the said foreign country's curricular education, with the final course in either
Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary Medicine or Pharmacy) which is designated in the said foreign country's
education system and specifically designated in Japan by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology, or be expected to complete one by March 2021.

(5) Students must have a bachelor’s degree or equivalent, or be expected to have one by March 2021, from a
course (in Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary medicine, or Pharmacy only) at an overseas university or school
with a term of study of five years or more. (This includes courses completed in Japan through correspondence
education provided by the overseas school and courses at institutions designated under the preceding item as
educational institutions in that country; the institution must have been evaluated by an organization approved
by the government of that overseas country or a relevant official body or separately recognized as so by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology in Japan.)

(6) As designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science, and Technology (in Notification No. 39
of 1955 of the Ministry of Education):

1) Those who have studied Medicine or Dentistry at Medical or Dentistry faculty of a university prescribed by
the old University Ordinance (Imperial Ordinance No. 388 of 1918) and who have graduated from either of
these faculties.

2) Those who have graduated from the National Defense Medical College according to the Act for
Establishment of the Ministry of Defense (Act No. 164 of 1954).

3) Those who have completed a master's course or are eligible to receive a master's degree, as well as those
who have been enrolled for at least two years in a doctoral course which does not have the divisions of
two-year and three-year courses, who have undertaken at least 30 academic credits in addition to the
required research guidance (including those falling under Article 6-1 of the Academic Degree Regulations
[Education Ministry Ordinance No. 9, 1953] prior to amendment according to the Ministerial Ordinance on
the Partial Amendment of the Academic Degree Regulations [Education Ministry Ordinance No. 29 of
1974]), and who are deemed by this Graduate School to have academic ability equivalent or superior to that
of a graduate of a university course either of Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary Medicine or Pharmacy.

4) Those who, after graduating from university (excluding courses in Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary Medicine
or Pharmacy) or completing 16 years of overseas curricular education, have undertaken at least two years of
research at a university or research institute, and are deemed by this Graduate School on the basis of their
research accomplishments to have academic ability equivalent or superior to that of a graduate of a
university course either of Medicine, Dentistry Veterinary Medicine or Pharmacy.

(7) Having attended a university (the course must be either of Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary Medicine or
Pharmacy) for four years or more, and have been proven at this Graduate School to have acquired sufficient
credits with excellent results.

(8) Having completed 16 years of overseas curricular education (either course of Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary
medicine or Pharmacy must be included) or who have completed 16 years of overseas curricular education in
Japan by way of a correspondence program (either course of Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary medicine or
Pharmacy must be included), and have been proven at this Graduate School to have acquired sufficient
credits with excellent results.

(9) Having completed an overseas university course (limited to those who have completed 16 years of the said
foreign country's curricular education which includes a course of Medicine, Dentistry, Veterinary Medicine or
Pharmacy) at an educational institution in Japan which is designated in the said foreign country's education
system and specifically designated in Japan by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology, and who are recognized by this Graduate School as having completed prescribed academic units
with excellent results.

(10) Having been recognized by this Graduate School based on an individual eligibility review as having academic

ability equivalent to or surpassing that of a university graduate, and is at least 24 years of age at the time of

enrollment.

(2) Enrollment fee: ¥282,000 (Tentative). Admission fees and tuition fees may be revised at the time of admission.
The enrollment fee already paid will not be refunded for any reasons.
(3) Documents related to the admission procedure will be sent together with the notification of acceptance.

9. Tuition Fee
Tuition is ¥267,900 (annual fee ¥535,800) (Tentative).

* When the tuition fee is revised, the new fee will be applied from the time of revision.
+ Basically, the tuition fee will be withdrawn from a bank account. The procedure will be guided separately.

10. Other Expense

Other small fees such as Personal Accidents Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research are also
applicable.

11. Handling Personal Information

The university will handle personal information from applicants as follows based on the Act on the Protection of
Personal Information Held by Incorporated Administrative Agencies and the University of Yamanashi University's
Regulations on the Protection of Personal Information.

(1) Personal information provided by the applicants, such as names, addresses and other information, will be used
for the following purposes: (a) selection of applicants (application process, selection), (b) examination result
announcement, (c)admission procedures, and (d) statistical studies.

(2) The examination results used in the selection of applicants will be used to create reference materials on methods
for selecting applicants in the future.

(3) Personal information of enrollees obtained in applications will be used for the following: (a) academic affairs
(student registration, instruction and guidance, etc.), (b)student support (health care, employment support, tuition
waivers, scholarship applications, etc.), and (c) collecting tuition.

Please note that in the execution of the above, some tasks may be outsourced to a contractor that has been
contracted by the university to carry out these tasks (hereinafter referred to as "contractor"). In this case, the
contractor may be provided with all or part of the personal information we have obtained to the extent that it is
required to carry out the contracted work.

12. Response to infectious disease regarding the entrance examination

In University of Yamanashi, the examinees who were affected by the infectious disease such as COVID-19,
influenza, measles, and chickenpox, for which suspension of attendance is specified by the School Health and Safety
Act, and have not been recovered from it yet must not take the entrance examination due to possibility of infection
to other examinees and supervisors on the day of the entrance examination.

In case examinees must not take the entrance examination, special measures such as taking a supplementary
examination, reexamination, and examination in a separate room will not be conducted, and their entrance
examination fee will not be returned. Therefore, please be fully cautious about managing your physical condition by
taking all possible measures so that you can take the entrance examination in perfect condition.

Admissions Guide

1. Objective

We nurture independent individuals with high ethical standards who have interdisciplinary knowledge spanning
medicine, engineering, and agriculture; outstanding research capabilities and high-level expertise in medical
fields; and a keen awareness of problems in clinical and research fields for developing medicines and medical
technology, promoting medical projects and public health policy, and making contributions to community
medicine.

2. Course Outline

The period of studies for this course is typically 4 years.

3. Academic Advisor and Topics of Research
As specified in Appendix 1.

4. Degrees

(1) The name of the degree in this major is Doctor of Philosophy (Medicine).

(2) The Doctorate degree will be awarded after attending the graduate school for at least four years, having
completed at least 30 credit hours, receiving the necessary research instructions, and receiving the approval of
Doctoral dissertation and passing the final examination. However, in the case of excellence in research, the
minimum of three years may be a sufficient term of study.

5. Coursework and Research Approach

In the first and the second years, students receive guidance from an academic advisor and study at least 30
credits in total; these include 2 credits from graduate school common courses and 3 credits from required
common courses in medicine or nursing in the first year and at least 25 credits from courses in their major and
other major fields in the first and second years.

In the third and the fourth years, students will continue to receive research instructions and acquire advanced
competency to pursue academics as independent researchers, with the learning to form a basis of competency.

6. Special Exceptions According to Article 14 of Graduate Schools Establishment Standards

In our Doctoral Course, according to “Special Exception of Education Method” in the provisions in Article 14 of
the Standards for Establishing Graduate Schools, the courses are held also at night, to allow mature students to
enroll while remaining employed. In this method, a designated number of credits must be taken from the courses
in the specially provided hours and periods. Basically, these courses will be held from 6:10 pm to 9:20 pm on
weekdays, or during Saturdays and summer/winter vacations for students to attend, and also to receive research
guidance.

7. Extended Enroliment System

This system is for students with limited time for study because of their employment and others. The course term
can be extended beyond the standard term of four years but within the specified period (eight years at the longest)
to take and complete the course. The number of required credits is the same as in the standard term so the annual
schedule will be considerably less tight.

8. Exemption or Collection Postponement of Admission and Tuition Fees

(1) Exemption of Admission Fee

In any of the cases below, upon student’s request and screening, half or total of the admission fee payment

maybe exempted:

a. If a student has demonstrated strong academic achievement but is unable to afford the admission fee as a
result of financial hardship.

b. If it is proved that there is a marked difficulty to afford the admission fee, due to the death of the
applicant’s academic expenses sponsor within one year before the admission or due to natural disasters that
affect the sponsor or student.

(2) Postponement of Collection of Admission Fee
In any of the cases below, upon student’s request and screening, the admission fee payment may be postponed:
a. If a student has demonstrated strong academic achievement but is unable to afford the admission fee as a
result of financial hardship.
b. If it is proved that there is a marked difficulty to afford the admission fee, due to the death of the
applicant’s academic expenses sponsor within one year before the admission or due to natural disasters that
affect the sponsor or student.

(3) Exemption of Tuition Fees

In any of the cases below, upon student’s request and screening, half or total of the tuition payment may be

exempted:

a. If a student has demonstrated strong academic achievement but is unable to afford the tuition as a result of
financial hardship.

b. If it is proved that there is a marked difficulty to afford the tuition, due to the death of the applicant’s
academic expenses sponsor within six months before the deadline of tuition payment (or one year before
the admission) or due to natural disasters that affect the sponsor or student.

9. Scholarship/Academic Research Financial Incentive System

There are scholarship plans offered by the Japan Student Services Organization. Loan rates are as follows:

The first class (no interest) ¥80,000 or ¥122,000 per month for the Doctoral Course (the First Semester), and the second
class (interest is charged) has selections of ¥50,000 per month, ¥80,000 per month, ¥100,000 per month, ¥130,000 per
month or ¥150,000 per month (as for the academic year 2020). Other scholarship systems are also available.

Our university also provides Academic Research Financial Incentive System aiming at reducing the financial burden
on students and supporting them to concentrate on academic life. For more information, contact our Student Group

10. Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research

This insurance is part of a mutual aid system and has the objective of giving relief in case of damage or accidents
during the student’s educational research activities, as well as covering students on the way to school. The
insurance fee for four years is ¥5,370.
